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The meeting was called to order at 6:39 p.m.

In attendance:  Heidi McIntosh, Lisa Roebuck, Carri Provencher, Julie Kiernan, Reah DiRito, Christine Shock, Matt Clyker, Jon Stein, Roberta Harrell and Tammy Van Drake

Julie motioned to approve the November minutes, Christine Shock seconded.  Approved.

DAC update:  Christine and Lisa attended the November meeting.  The district has been put on an improvement plan and most of the district schools have been put on improvement plans.  There are only 3 public schools in the district not on improvement plans and no charter schools have been put on improvement plans.  The Lobato lawsuit won.  This was a lawsuit brought by 2 teenagers in central Colorado where their school building was falling apart.  It challenged the funding structure of Colorado and how the funding is distributed to the districts.  This win could bring equibability to Colorado education.  We have to wait and see what Hickenlooper does with it.

Carri provided the future tentative DAC meeting dates (4th Monday of every month):  January 23rd, February 27th, March 19th, April 23rd and May 21st.  They last from 6-7:30 p.m. and are in the old United Power building on Bridge.

UIP update:  Roberta sent the UIP to the district and has not received any feedback yet.

Board update:  Christine said that the board has delayed voting on the revisions to the board policies.  The SAC needs to provide written synopsises of its’ meetings to the board for them to read and review, replacing a verbal report.

PTO update:  Julie reported that the PTO has raised a total of $19,000 this year.  They have dispensed $300 to each grade from the entertainment book fundraiser.  They gave an additional $650 to grades PreK-4 and gave money to the middle school for trips.  They currently have Christmas trees up for the teachers to post things they need for their classrooms and are doing a King Soopers fundraiser.  Carrie stated how she thought the tree idea was outstanding.  How it works:  Purchase a $25 King Soopers card through the office, spend it and reload it.  After reloading it, use it to purchase groceries and the school receives 5%.  There will be a volunteer appreciation breakfast in January.

SMART goals (Specific, Measurable, Attainable, Reachable, Targets):  Roberta said they are finishing up the evaluations of the teachers and the SMART goals will be done in January.  She will be giving a report to the board and will give it to SAC too.

Parent survey:  Christine sent the previous survey to SAC and SAC is going to look it over before the next meeting.  Lisa gave homework for the members of SAC to read the survey and see if anything needs to be reworded, etc. and then SAC will go over it at the next meeting to be ready for February’s Parent Teacher Conferences (Feb. 10th-14th).

The members of SAC will look over the board policy amendments and give feedback to Christine to bring to the board.

Carri checked with the literacy team on the rules for DRA2 scores.  K-2nd-If a student is 2 years below grade level on both reading and MAP scores, they are put on an ILP plan.  3rd-8th-If they are 2 years below grade level and partially proficient to unsatisfactory on CSAP, they are put on an ILP plan.  If they are 1 year below grade level, they are put on a tier 2 with rigorous actions taken during the Daily 5 Literacy reading block in the classroom.

SAC is moving the monthly meeting night to the 1st Tuesday of the month, with the exception of January.

Chair Succession:  Lisa Roebuck will be resigning as Chair because she is moving out of the community and will no longer have a child attending BECS.  The January meeting will be her last meeting.  Matt Clyker will take the Chair position, finishing Lisa’s term (August 2012) and the seat for Vice Chair will be vacant.  We will have discussion in February as to if we want to fill the Vice Chair.  If SAC decides to fill the position, we must give notice letting everyone know and have an election.  The new Vice Chair would fulfill Matt’s old term.
